● Communiqué “touch point” at end of every GAC plenary session 
(i.e., “is there an issue of importance or matter of potential GAC Advice 
stemming from this topic discussion today”?)

● Heightened attention to editing efforts by contributors - 
edits processed by support staff to ensure appropriate tracking of 
contributions
